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in 3D and some stuff was shot with a very 
wide lens. It•s very interesting„I•ve yet to 
see the results, but frankly, I shot it better 
than I would have shot a 3D movie because 
I never thought I would do it as a 3D movie. 
Everything is coming at the camera. So if we 
do the 3D conversion and it looks good, it•s 
going to be such a ride. Everything is going 
to come right at your face. It•s going to be a 
pretty dynamic movie. (Ed. note: As we went 
to press, Warner Bros. announced that the 
“ lm will be released in 3D.]

I like that. ThereÕs so much talk about 
how the new 3D is immersiveÑinstead 
of jumping out at you, it pulls back. 
But I kind of like it when it jumps out 
at you. 

If you like big rides, you•re going to be 
thrilled with this movie because it•s going 
to take you everywhere. You•ll be going 

through the tentacles of the Kraken, fol-
lowing the Pegasus for three seconds and 
then the claw of a scorpion is going to snap 
right at you„jump right out. It•s going to 
be pretty exciting. But it•s also a rating issue 
because now it gets really scary, really im-
pressive.  I hope it•s good. I•m excited„re-
ally excited. 

I heard you met with Ray Harryhausen?

No, never, never, never. I talked to him a 
few times and wanted to meet him, but as I 
understand, he never really loved the idea 
of remaking this movie with CGI technol-
ogy. I was trying to convince him that I 
was the right guy and I would be respect-
ful, but he•s 88. He wants to have a peace-
ful life and I didn•t want to bug him too 
much. I hope he gets to see the movie and I 
hope I get to meet him„I just want to kiss 
the ring. That would be great. To say, •Mr. 

Your character Draco is newÑhe wasnÕt in the original. What can you tell me 
about him?

He•s a retired soldier, a Praetorian guard. And he•s being dragged into this suicide mission 
to save the princess [Gemma Arterton] by Perseus„he•s going on this mission against his 
own will. He•s de“ nitely not believing that Perseus has a plan„he thinks he•s got a much 
better plan. 

So he enters this mission thinking that heÕs doomed.

De“ nitely. It•s a suicide mission. What else could it be with human beings “ ghting the 
Kraken? It•s impossible. So he•s de“ nitely going towards his own doom, his own death, 
and he knows it. But he•s got orders; he•s a soldier. There•s nothing else they can do. They 
just want to take the princess, hide in the city and wait it out. But nobody is listening to 
him and there•s nothing he can do about it. continued on page 48

very much.•

What do you want people to talk 
about after theyÕve seen your version?

I want people to open books and read my-
thology. That•s what I want. I want them to 
say, •This was great, I loved the action!• and 
then their parents or their cousins or their 
aunts to tell them that this universe has 
some great stories. Then they•ll be like you 
and me, Amy: Greek nerds.

WhatÕs next for you after Clash?

I don•t know yet because I•m working seven 
days a week. It•s been a great, long, but for 
this kind of movie, short-ish ride. I•ve just 
been concentrating on Clash. That•s the way 
I like to do my movies: one at a time, pour-
ing my heart and soul into doing it. I•d love 
to revisit this universe„it•s fantastic.
